Slow-Down to Get-Around Education Campaign Kick Off Event, May 9 at the Fairfax County

The Fairfax County Solid Waste Management Program is hosting a county-wide education initiative regarding
the importance of HB 1649, the Slow-Down-to-Get-Around law that Governor McAuliffe signed in 2015. This
legislation is a safe driving law intended to protect trash truck workers who must access roadways to collect
trash. The Slow-Down-to-Get-Around education campaign kick-off event will be at 10 am on Monday, May 9,

at the Fairfax County Government Center. Residents and business representatives are welcome to attend.

Description of the event

e The Fairfax County Solid Waste Management Program will park a trash collection truck outfitted with

the new safety light array in front of the Government Center for the event on May 9™,
e New safety lights and uniforms will be demonstrated.
e Atestimonial from one of our trash collectors who was seriously injured by a passing car will be read.

e Remarks from distinguished guests will be made, to be determined based on availability to attend.

20, 2016 to take part in a healthy, clean, low-cost commute. With 14 pit stops in Fairfax County
from Mount Vernon to Herndon, local cyclists will have the opportunity to take a break from
their ride and be rewarded for participating in the event; registration is open at

Each pit stop will welcome bicyclists with refreshments, entertainment, and the chance to win
great prizes, while supplies last. The first 15,000 to register will receive a free t-shirt at the pit

stop of their choice.

“Bike to Work Day is a great program to remind everyone that there are more ways to
get to the office than driving,” said Adam Lind, manager of Fairfax County’s Bicycle
Program. “You can also participate in biking to public transportation, and use the bike

racks on the front of Connector buses or secure bike rooms at many park-and-ride lots
