The Winery at Bull Run to Expand with State &

Fairfax County Economic Aid

The Winery at Bull Run — a working farm vineyard focused on crafting fine Virginia
wines while paying tribute to the history and preservation of 19™"-century pastoral
Fairfax County — will almost double its operations with help from a combined

$200,000 grant from Virginia and Fairfax County.

Governor Ralph Northam announced the news on August 23 at the winery, along

with Fairfax County officials and the winery’s owners.

The winery will receive a $100,000 grant from the Governor’s Agriculture and

Forestry Industries Development Fund, and Fairfax County will contribute
$100,000 as a local match.

This money supports the winery’s more than $1.7 million investment in new

equipment and a new, 8,000-square-foot production facility.

The county wants to cultivate more agricultural businesses as part of its strategic

plan to grow and diversify the economy. Agriculture is a major employer and
economic driver. The industry is responsible for 6,021 jobs in Fairfax County, and it
produces $780 million in economic impact, according to a University of Virginia

study.

Preparing for a Successful Start to the School Year

As the summer comes to an end, now is the time to get prepared for the school
year that lies ahead. Try these strategies to help your children make a successful

transition back to school:

o Hold a family meeting. Communicate with your children about your
expectations for the coming school year.

e Reestablish bedtime and mealtime routines. Your child will have an
easier back-to-school transition if routines are introduced and practiced.

o Establish one family calendar for all events. Fill in events as they are
scheduled and keep the calendar in clear view for the entire family.

o Define alaunch pad or landing area. Create a space at home designated
for everything that needs to go to school such as shoes, lunchboxes,
backpacks, jackets, PE uniforms, etc.

e Set up simple organization systems. Designate bins or files in a filing
cabinet for all of the school papers as they come into your home.

e Write down need-to-know information. Provide your child with a list of the
details that he or she needs to know such as bus number, homeroom

number, or locker combination.



o Talk about feelings. Ask your children how they feel about the new school
year and let them know how you can help.

« Communicate confidence and good feelings about school. As a parent,
it is easy to feel sad or anxious about your child starting back at school,
especially on that first day. Try your best to keep your emotions in check, so
your child’s day isn’t negatively impacted.

« Be available before and after school to support your children’s new
routines. Ask about their school experience and provide encouragement as
needed.

« Encourage your child to participate in school activities and clubs.
Many schools have beginning of the year events to promote school unity
and share information about school clubs and after-school activities.

e Share in the excitement and set an example by attending “Back-to-
School Night.” Meet your children’s new teachers, become knowledgeable
about their school’s programs, and find out more about what they will be
learning.

o Celebrate the completion of school milestones. Mark the first week or
month back at school with a special breakfast, dinner at a favorite
restaurant, or an evening walk so your children can tell you all about their

teachers, new classmates, and activities.

Recent shows have included information on
elections and how residents can register to vote in the upcoming November
general election, as well as a show about emergency preparedness and fire safety.

Visit Fairfax, the official tourism organization for Fairfax County, has partnered
with the seven independent craft breweries in the county to create Locally Poured.
The collaboration aims to showcase Fairfax County’s burgeoning craft beer scene
and cross-promote the individual breweries to residents and visitors with the help

of an official Field Guide and integrated marketing campaign.

You can pick up a free Fairfax County Brewery Field Guide at any of the

participating breweries or at the Fairfax County Visitors Center. The passport-like

guide encourages visitors to take a “Tour de Pour” around the county by visiting
each unique brewery and marking the occasion by getting the Field Guide

Have You Received a Jury Questionnaire

in Your Mailbox?

You may be one of approximately 55,000 Fairfax County or City of Fairfax
residents receiving a jury questionnaire in the mail. Here is some helpful

information to make the process easier.

Questionnaire Does Not Mean Jury Duty:

Just because you received a questionnaire does not mean you will be summoned
for jury duty. The questionnaire is the beginning of a screening process to

determine who is qualified to serve. You can mail the questionnaire back or fill it

out online below:

If you qualify for the jury pool, you will receive a summons for jury duty by mail
approximately one month before your reporting date. Keep in mind that this is an
official court summons and if you do not respond, you could be found in contempt
of court. The evening before your assigned date you will need to call a recorded

message or check the jury website to find out whether your group number (listed

on the summons) is called for service. If your group number is not called, you do
not have to report and your service is finished however, you may be summoned

again in the near future.

Reporting for Jury Duty:

If your group number is called and you report for jury duty service, you will be
reimbursed $30 for each day you must report to the courthouse for travel
expenses. Your employer can'’t fire, demote or otherwise penalize you for missing
work while performing jury duty. Many employers continue to pay salaries for those

on jury duty, but you should check directly with your employer well in advance.

Potential jurors report by 8:15 a.m. to the jury assembly area on the 5th Floor,
Room 503 of the Fairfax County Courthouse, 4110 Chain Bridge Road in Fairfax

(map). Parking and public transportation are available. A parking validation ticket

will be provided at check-in so there is no charge.
All who report will receive an orientation on the juror’s role and responsibilities and
the trial process. Even though you have been called for jury duty, you may not be

selected for a trial.
