Election Officers Needed!

The Office of Elections is currently recruiting voters to serve as Election Officers a

few days a year, including the upcoming 2019 elections. Election Officers are

needed at each of the 243 precincts in Fairfax County to run the polls and assist

voters. Training begins in April. To apply, fill and submit the online form.

There is a particular need for language officers in certain areas of the county

who speak Korean or Vietnamese.

In order to be an Election Officer, you must:

o Be fluent in English

o Be aregistered voter in the Commonwealth of Virginia

o Be able to fulfill the Federal I-9 employment eligibility requirements

e Attend a 3-hour training class

« Arrive at the polling place at 5:00 a.m. and remain until all work has been
completed after the polls close at 7:00 p.m.

e Have basic computer skills

The Election Officer's main priority is to ensure the accuracy and integrity of the

election process.

A typical Election Day consists of:

« arriving one hour before polls open to set up voting equipment

e hanging up pertinent signage

e preparing the polling room for voting

e processing voters throughout the day

« assisting with operating voting equipment

e securing voting equipment and closing down the polling place at the end of

the day

Election Officers are offered a stipend of $175 for serving the full day. We
especially encourage bilingual citizens to serve as we need language assistance in

many precincts. Residency in Fairfax County is not required.

It is a wonderful opportunity for those interested in the election process or public
service, as we need civic-minded individuals to help make Election Day a success!

On May 15, 2018, the Board of Supervisors authorized the consideration of
Comprehensive Plan Amendment 2018-11I-DS1, for Land Unit J of the Dulles

Suburban Center.

The Board motion stated that the Plan amendment should consider the addition of
new land uses generally within the current overall baseline intensity of .05 FAR,
and that the review should include potential new areas for residential development,
including areas not currently envisioned for residential use by the Plan as a result
of airport noise contours identified on a 1992 map. To view the staff report, click

NOVA Health Campaign to
Raise Awareness of TB with High-Risk Groups

Public health officials in Northern Virginia are launching a region-wide tuberculosis
awareness campaign, hoping to dispel myths and address barriers to testing and

early treatment for those most at risk for TB.

TB is a disease, caused by bacteria, that can spread from one person to another.
Most often TB affects the lungs, but you can find it in any part of the body. TB
spreads through the air when someone who is sick with TB disease of the lungs or
throat coughs, speaks, or laughs; people who are nearby can breathe TB germs

into their lungs and become infected.

About one-third of the world's population has latent TB infection, which means that
they have been infected by the TB bacteria but do not feel sick or have any
symptoms and cannot spread the bacteria to others. Without treatment, these

individuals are at risk of becoming ill with active TB disease, which is contagious.

Important Things to Know About TB:

e TB can be treated and cured.
e Receiving BCG, or TB vaccine, in the past does not provide lifelong

protection from TB infection or disease.

weeks, weight loss, fatigue, and sweating at night. People with these

symptoms should think TB and see a doctor or call the local health

| presented a Board Matter on February 19 which targeted two main issues related

to the environment: wishful recycling and plastic bags for yard waste disposal.

Wishful recycling refers to the act of placing an item in a recycling bin with hopes
that it would be recycled. However, incorrect items and even accepted ones, if
prepared improperly, introduce contamination and harm our recycling efforts. Here
in Fairfax County, the local third-party recycling processor says nearly 30 percent
of material received is actually trash. The negative impact of this practice is
becoming harder to overcome due to recent market developments. China, who has
been the largest importer of recyclable goods, instituted a policy change in 2017
which drastically lowered the allowable levels of contamination. For this reason, |
have requested for county staff to determine a list of acceptable items and best

recycling practices. For tips on how to adjust your recycling habits, click here.

The second issue my Board Matter addressed was the use of plastic bags for the
collection of yard waste. County staff estimates that about 20 percent of the yard
waste material sticks to plastic bags and have to be thrown out. Plastic bags not

only threaten composting efficiency, but also the environment as they are prone to

being shredded during processing. Termed microplastics, these tiny pieces of
plastic eventually end up in our land and waterways - the size and non-
biodegradable nature of this pollutant means that limiting plastic use at the source
is the best course of action. Switching to paper bags for yard waste collection is a
necessary change especially in the face of growing environmental concerns.
Grasscycling, mulching, and composting are other environmentally sound
alternatives to bagging grass clippings and leaves. The adverse effects of using
plastic yard waste bags suggest that the conversation to replace them with paper
bags must be revisited. Therefore, | have directed county staff to examine the use
of paper bags as opposed to plastic ones for the collection of yard waste. For more

County staff will report to the Board of Supervisors via a memo, or at a future
Environmental Committee meeting regarding both of the above mentioned topics.
Following the proper recycling procedures in the midst of a changing market can
be a difficult task for all of us. | know that my own assumption of what is recyclable
have not always held true. It is my hope that a renewed emphasis on community
outreach by the Board of Supervisors will help to anchor the moving target that is

recycling.
