County Adopts New Zoning Rules for Signs 

 

 

 

The Board of Supervisors on March 19, 2019 adopted a significant rewrite to its 

zoning for signs to put in place content-neutral language. 

 

Electronic Display Sign Rules: 

For the first time, the zoning rules explicitly regulate freestanding, electronic 

display signs. Their display screen is limited to 50 percent of the total size of the 

overall sign. The regulations also dictate that the copy on these signs may not 

change more than once every eight seconds, and the change must be 

instantaneous without rolling, fading, flashing, varying in brightness, or giving the 

illusion of movement. Digital signs also cannot have white, off-white, or yellow 

backgrounds only, and the display boards must include a photo cell to 

automatically dim them after sunset. 

 

Yard Signs Added as a New Category: 

On residential properties, there are no restrictions on the number of yard signs 

allowed or how long they may be displayed; however, homeowners are limited to 

posting a maximum of 12 square feet of total yard signage, with no single sign 

https://www.fairfaxcounty.gov/planning-zoning/zmod/sign-provisions


 

exceeding 4 square feet in area and a height of 4 feet. 

 

Signs on Non-Residential Properties: 

For non-residential properties, the new regulations also allow minor signs for 

business and non-profits. These regulations differ depending on the type of road 

on which the property is located. For properties on a major thoroughfare up to 32 

square feet of minor signage can be displayed on each lot. For all other properties, 

up to 24 square feet can be displayed. Like yard signs, there are no restrictions on 

the display time, but there is a limit on the number of freestanding signs, only two 

per lot with a height of 4 feet. 

 

The new ordinance also puts in place limits for what are called "off-premises" 

commercial signs, like signs pointing the way to open houses. Such signs can only 

be posted from noon on Friday through noon on Monday and are restricted to the 

same rules as yard signs. 

 

Prohibited Signs: 

The new ordinance also identifies several prohibited sign types, most of which 

were carried over from the old regulations:  

• Moving or windblown signs, such as feather signs or inflatable signs. 

• Signs that have flashing or intermittent lights that do not conform to the 

regulations for electronic display signs. 

• Roof signs. 

• Any sign that obstructs visibility at a corner or intersection.

Duties:  

Interns perform field-based work, assess and remove non-native invasive plant 

issues, support gardening efforts, and take part in multiple stewardship activities. 

Working with the park's site manager and natural resource manager, you would 

also aid in helping to find solutions to direct the management and use of natural 

resources used for interpretation and public events. Additional duties may include 

writing for web and print publications. 

 

Qualifications: 

Applicants must be a sophomore or higher in a college curriculum of environmental 

science, natural resource management, biology, forestry, parks & recreation 

management, or a closely related field of study. This position requires a minimum 

of 20 hours a week for a period of 12 weeks or equivalent based on the needs of 

the intern and the agreed on project requirements. This position requires the ability 

to take part in physical labor to practice these natural resource actions.

Planning Commission Meeting -  

 

The Planning Commission will meet on Wednesday, April 3, 2019  at 7:30 p.m. at 

the Fairfax County Government Center (12000 Government Center Parkway, 

Fairfax, VA 22035) in the Board Auditorium. The meeting will be broadcast live on 

Channel 16. Meetings are also recorded on videotapes and audiocassettes, both 

of which are available for review at the Planning Commission office, by 

appointment. There is one Sully case on the agenda. More information is below. 

 

PA 2018-III-DS1 (Dulles Suburban Center, Land Unit J) -  

 

The Board directed staff to evaluate the addition of new land uses for Land Unit J, 

generally within the current overall baseline intensity of .50 FAR. The Board further 

directed that staff review should include potential new areas for residential 

development (subject to appropriate noise mitigation measures) in areas not 

currently envisioned by the Plan based on the noise contours identified on the 

https://www.fairfaxcounty.gov/cableconsumer/channel-16/live-video-stream
https://www.fairfaxcounty.gov/planningcommission/sites/planningcommission/files/assets/calendar/2019/april2019.pdf


 

1992 airport noise contour lines map contained in the Comprehensive Plan.

New Loan Program Will Help Businesses Make Energy 

Efficiency Improvements 

  

Commercial, industrial, nonprofit, and multi-family property owners looking to make 

their buildings more energy efficient will now be able to get help from Fairfax 

County. 

 

The county will bear no costs for the program. Under state law, the county was 

required to pass an ordinance to establish the Commercial Property Assessed 

Clean Energy program (C-PACE). The program will be administered by a private 

company that the county will select through a competitive bid. 

 

How it Works: 

Eligible property owners will be able to take out private loans for energy efficiency, 

renewable energy, water-saving, stormwater, and climate resiliency or other 

projects as determined by the program's administrator. These projects could be 

undertaken on existing buildings or when constructing new ones. 

While the county neither lends the money nor guarantees its repayment, it will 



 

place a lien on properties that take out C-PACE loans. The loans are repaid 

directly to the lender. This enables private lenders who assume the financial risks 

to offer loans that are more attractive than traditional commercial bank loans. 

 

Benefits: 

C-PACE loans help property owners because they are not required to make any 

down payments or put cash up front. For the county, C-PACE will enhance the 

overall property tax values and support employment and economic growth. Most 

importantly, it advances the county's commitment to cut greenhouse gas 

emissions, encouraging investment in energy efficiency. 

 

After the county selects a C-PACE program administrator, detailed information 

about eligible properties and projects will be available.
