Early Voting - What You Need to Know About Hours and Locations:  
 
• Early voting began on September 18 at the Fairfax County Government Center, and   

thousands of voters have turned out since then. For now, the Fairfax County               
Government Center (12000 Government Center Parkway, Fairfax, VA) is the only place 
to vote early, and voting hours are Monday to Friday from 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. Early 
voting will not be offered this coming Saturday, September 26. Regular Saturday hours 
(9:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m.) at the Fairfax County Government Center do not start until    
October 17.

• Voter Registration - Any registered Fairfax County voter can vote early, and can cast 

their ballot at any early voting site. The deadline to register to vote, or update an        
existing registration for the November 2020 election is Tuesday, October 13, 2020. 

• Ballot Drop-Off Boxes - A drop-off box will be available at every early voting location 
(outside the voting room), and they will be available only during voting hours at these 
locations. Ballot drop-off boxes also will be provided at every precinct on Election Day 
from 6:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m. At the Fairfax County Government Center, the box is located 
in the lobby. There’s no need to wait in line, and a poll worker attends every box at all 
times.

2020 Election—What’s on the Ballot?: 
 
• 2020 Bond Referendums - There are four bond referendums on the Nov. 3, general    

election ballot. For information on how the county plans to use the bond money, click 
here. Voters may vote yes or no on each of these referendums: 

 *Libraries - $90 million. 
 *Parks - $112 million. 
 *Transportation - $160 million 
 *Community and Health and Human Services - $79 million. 
• Proposed Constitutional Amendments for 2020 - There are two constitutional       

amendments on the Nov. 3, general election ballot. Details 
 *Proposed Constitutional Amendment #1: The proposed amendment would shift the 
   responsibility of drawing election districts from the General Assembly and the       
   Governor to a bipartisan commission, made up of 16 persons, half being members 
   of the General Assembly and half being citizens of the Commonwealth. This         
   commission would draw the election districts for the U.S. House of Representatives, 
   the state Senate, and the House of Delegates and then submit the maps to the    
   General Assembly for approval. 
 *Proposed Constitutional Amendment #2: This amendment would add to the list of 
   property that is not subject to state or local taxation one motor vehicle owned and 
   used primarily by or for a veteran, or their spouse, of the United States armed forces 
   or the Virginia National Guard who has a one hundred percent service-connected, 
   permanent, and total disability. The amendment says that motor vehicle means an 
   automobile or pickup truck.

Transportation News 

VDOT - New Ramp from Route 28 South to I-66 East Opening on or about Friday,             
September 25: 
 
• A new ramp from Route 28 South to I-66 East will open on or about the morning of     

Friday, September 25. Drivers on Route 28 South will stay to the right to access I-66 East 
using the new ramp.  Details 

• When the new loop ramp opens, the current two left-turn lanes and the spur ramp from 
southbound Route 28 to I-66 East will be permanently closed to allow for construction. 

 
VDOT - Traffic Pattern Change at Ramp from Route 28 North to I-66 East Starting on or 
about September 26: 
 
• The current ramp from Route 28 North to I-66 East will close beginning on or about    

Saturday, September 26, and be replaced by a new, temporary ramp about 250 feet    
farther north on Route 28. Details 

• As part of this traffic pattern change, travel lanes on Route 28 North and on the ramp 
from Route 29 (Lee Highway) South to Route 28 North will be shifted slightly.
